She
was also a former executive secretary for the David Adler Cultural Center and
served on the board of directors for many years. Surviving are her husband T.
Kevin Moriarty; son Jason (Christine) Thomas of Chicago; step sons, Kevin
(Dianne) Moriarty of Westfield, NJ, Brendan Moriarty of Glen Ellyn and
grandchildren, Holden and Hailey Thomas. Her brother James (Debra) Rice of
Willowbrook, caregiver Winnie Parks and her dog named Sam.
