Peter Norman Phillips, 90, passed away on Tuesday, November 18, 2025, in
Libertyville, IL. He was born in Cambridge, MA, to Langdon and Elisabeth
Phillips. Peter loved to share many fond memories of growing up in small
towns in central Massachusetts. In 1954, Peter graduated from the New
Hampton School (NH), and in 1957, received a bachelor's degree from
Babson College (MA). In 1957, he married Elizabeth Chisholm in Wellesley,
MA, and in 1967, Peter moved his young family to Illinois, where he was a
Libertyville resident for more than 50 years. In 2012, Peter moved to Victory

Peter was a veteran of the United States Marine Corps, where he reached the
rank of Captain.

He was also strongly committed to being a respectful and
encouraging supervisor: “Mr. Phillips” was the first boss to many teens and
young adults, who remember him fondly. 



Peter was a faithful member of St. Joseph Catholic Church for 58 years. He
was a member of the CHRP Men’s Group, which impacted his life and faith
enormously. These kind and supportive men expanded Peter’s understanding
of the Catholic faith and provided companionship until the end of his life. Peter
also attended the Friday Morning Bible Study for many years, which was a
great source of insight and knowledge. When he could no longer attend Mass,
Peter was blessed to regularly receive Communion in his home and to view a
livestream of Mass, both of which were a tremendous comfort. 

 

Peter will be remembered for his good humor, kindness, prodigious memory
and storytelling skills, but most of all, he will be remembered for his
tremendous love for his wife and children. He will be greatly missed.
